PAYMENT SCHEDULE

October 4, 2010:
Early Registration = $150 per group.  


We will accept Early Registrations through November 15th.

January 10, 2011:
Deposit = $100 per projected camper (minus $150 for early reg. if paid).

March 14, 2011:
2nd Payment = $100 per confirmed camper.

May 16, 2011:

Final Payment = Remaining balance.

PAPERWORK SCHEDULE

Application – 
due with Early Registration.  If you are not registering early, then it is due by January 10th with the deposit.

Confirmed Roster – filled out on 2nd Payment Invoice and updated on Final Payment Invoice.

Final Roster and Adult Self-Screening forms – due no later than 3 weeks before you arrive.

FINANCIAL GUIDELINES

· If all stated deadlines are met, the participant fee is $375.  Note: For weeks 1 and 5, the participant fee is $325.
· This fee includes all meals, lodging, project materials, programming and camp staffing.
· The Early Registration will be applied to the deposit and is refundable.
· If a group cancels before March 14, 2011, the deposit is refundable.
· If a group cancels after March 14, 2011, but before May 16, 2011, only the deposit is non-refundable.
· If a group cancels after May 16, 2011, they are financially obligated to pay 80% of the balance due. (NOTE: if your numbers drop by one or two, then we can refund 20% of the camper fee up until the time of your contact call.  After the contact call, we cannot refund any portion of the camper fees.)
· If the application is turned in late, it must be accompanied by the payments that have been due up to that point.
The financial guidelines have been developed in order to operate responsibly and make decisions as far as staffing, open facilities, food purchasing, etc., in a timely manner.

PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

· The week is from 9AM CT on Sunday to 10AM CT on Saturday, no exceptions.
· Only youth going into the eighth grade or at least 13 years old may participate.
· There must be a ratio of at least one adult (25 years and older) and one vehicle (7 seatbelts) to every five youth.*
· Any group with forty or more participants at the time of Final Payment (May 16, 2011) will be split between two camps.
· Please give us the most accurate number of participants you can throughout the process.  Your final number of participants must be solid by March 14, 2011 and concrete by May 16, 2011; however, we will work with you if changes come up after the said date.
· Each group provides coolers, first aid kits, tools and materials pro-rated according to group size.  (see Preparation Materials for details)
· Background checks: In order to ensure the safety of all youth attending, every participant that is 18 years or older must have a complete and satisfactory background check completed within the past three years and valid through your camp week.  Background checks must be on file at MTOP or at the participant’s church.
*SAFE SANCTUARY Weeks 2 and 6 will be Safe Sanctuary weeks that follow the full guidelines.  Every church that wants to participate in these weeks must bring one adult that is at least 25 years old and a second adult that is at least 22 years old for every five youth.  Depending on interest in these weeks, they may be for just one camp or for both camps.
