Special Characteristics of BREAK OUT

Mountain T.O.P. camps share a common purpose which integrates the building of a Christian community, helping others meet different types of needs (physical, social, emotional and spiritual), and emphasizing faith development throughout the total experience.  Listed below are specific characteristics that make our camp experience unique.

Individual Holy Time Out (available before breakfast)

Each participant has the opportunity to be alone with the Lord at the beginning of each day.  Literature is provided to help guide one's thoughts.  This helps participants grow closer in their relationship with God.
Group Holy Time Out (available before breakfast)

This is a time for participants to gather and praise the Lord for a new day, experience prayer, thanksgiving, and Christian renewal together. Group Holy Time Outs are led by volunteers from within the camp community.
